Superintendent’s Report — Dr. Bridges reported that all schools in the District participated in the
“Great American Shake Out” earthquake and disaster drill on October 20", Traina School started the
Traina Store as part of their positive behavior intervention and support. Students can turn in the Tiger
Tickets that they have earned for positive behavior to purchase items. Ms. Castro and Dr. Bridges are
both working at the Traina Store. On November 2™, Dr. Bridges helped Sarah Steen and Nancie
Castro at the District Spelling Bee. On November 3™, Dr. Bridges and Mr. Olson attended Agventure
along with 3™ grade classes from Traina and Hawkins Schools. November 4, 2016 Ms. Castro & Dr.
Bridges attended a conference in San Jose that covered new accountability rubrics that will be
coming out in early January. On November 10", Dr. Bridges co-emceed with Traina’s ASB
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President, Jabari Vaughn at their College Week rally. For honorary purposes Dr. Bridges swore in
Mr. Phil Raya, Jefferson School District’s new board member.

EDUCATIONAL SERVICES

5.1 Student Body Reports —

Monticello’s Student Body President, Faythe DeLong presented — Monticello’s annual Turkey Trot
is Thursday, November 17™. This month’s character education traits for Monticello students are; to
be respectful, responsible and most of all — be safe. Ms. DeLong provided a snapshot of what the
classrooms are working on currently. The Haggin Museum will hold an on-site field trip this month,
as well.

Jabari Vaughn, Traina’s ASB President, presented — On October 28" Traina’s ASB hosted a
Halloween dance. Along with Dr. Bridges, Jabari Vaughn co-emceed the College Week rally on
November 10", In honor of Veteran’s Day each grade level had a military theme during College
Week. The 6th grade class’ theme was West Point, 7" grade honored the Naval Academy and the 8"
grade class’ theme was the Air Force Academy. Jabari provided information about what each grade
is studying at this time from opinion essays to long division. Traina’s 6" grade is currently at Science
Camp this week.

Sophia Alejandre, Jefferson’s ASB President, presented her school’s activities — The ASB hosted
their first dance on October 21, 2016 with a D.J., Mickey Mouse and Minnie Mouse to follow the
dance’s Disney theme. Ms. Alejandre noted the special activities for each day of Red Ribbon Week
which was the week of October 24th. The Jefferson Band is holding a concert at 6:30 on Thursday,
November 17" at the new gym; all the music is by American composers to honor the USA. On
November 12" the Jefferson Band participated in Foothill High School’s band review and placed
highly in the competition. Jefferson Band is also invited to attend the Christmas parade for the City
of Tracy tree lighting.

Hawkins School did not have a student presentation this month.

5.2 School Site Plans for Student Achievement- School Principals -Alyssa Wooten, Leslie
Adair, Christina Orsi and David Olson each presented their school plans.

Principal Alyssa Wooten presented for Jefferson School. She noted that the new campus opened in
January 2015 and Jefferson School currently has roughly 430 students currently enrolled. Jefferson
School is in the process of creating their own mission statement. Ms. Wooten shared CAASP ELA
and Math scores and noted that Jefferson students are working on a 5% increase in their test scores
next year and in the following years. Ms. Wooten shared her site plan budget to illustrate how funds
will be spent to help Jefferson School students meet their goals.

Leslie Adair, Monticello’s Principal presented the plan for her site- This is Monticello School’s 25"
year. Monticello School has students in grades TK — 4 grades and has approximately 400 students.
Monticello’s school mission is currently being developed. Ms. Adair noted her school’s
demographics and shared her CAASP test scores in ELA and Math. Monticello would like to see
5% in expected growth. Ms. Adair noted that Chromebooks will help to achieve the increase in the
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scores. Ms. Adair shared her site plan budget and described the steps used in Monticello’s
progressive discipline. Behavior referrals and suspensions have decreased since implementing the
Character Education Program.

Christina Orsi, Hawkins School Principal presented her school motto - “If it doesn’t challenge us, it
won’t change us”. Hawkins School has students in Transitional Kindergarten through 8" grade with
approximately 730 students enrolled. Hawkins’ mission centers on the whole child, safety and
continuous improvement. Ms. Orsi noted that this campus is a very diverse campus demographically.
CAASP ELA and Math test scores all increased. Ms. Orsi shared the site’s goals for Math and ELA,
as well as how the funds in her budget will be spent to support these goals. Ms. Orsi reported on site
safety and noted that the site is using “BARK” window coverings during lockdown drills. Structured
activities are also being discussed at the site to reduce the number of discipline issues that occur
during recess times.

Dave Olson, Traina School Principal presented. Traina School is currently discussing their mission
statement which is in progress due to Professional Learning Community (PLC) training. Traina is a
TK — 8 school with 767 students currently. Mr. Olson shared Traina’s demographics and noted that
the school is in its 11™ year. Mr. Olson noted the school’s budget and their plans to utilize the funds
to achieve their goals. The plan is to increase the goals 5% to exceed or meet the standards. School
wide Traina increased their state test scores by 4% in both ELA and Math. This is the second year of
Positive Behavior Intervention and Support (PBIS). There is increased signage that supports the
PBIS on site and the Traina Store has been opened where students are able to use revamped Tiger
Tickets to purchase items.

53 Special Education Department Report — Angelica Thomas the Director of Special Education
presented for the District’s Special Education Department. Special Education is a service provided
to students who qualify under one or more of thirteen education code criteria as a student with a
disability. Special education services are provided at public expense, in conformity with the IEP and
meet state and federal standards. The District currently has about 225 students in special education.
Speech and Language is the largest group of our students. Specific Learning Disabilities is the
second largest population for our students. Ms. Thomas noted the Special Education focus & short
term and long term intervention programs. A full speech & language intervention program has been
developed. Expanded training to classified staff in addition to the certificated staff has also occurred.

Ms. Thomas noted the least restrictive environment (LRE) which specifies that students with
disabilities should be educated with nondisabled students. The District must have a united
partnership between general education and special education. Ms. Thomas also outlined laws that
Special Education services must adhere to. She noted the demographics of the District’s students, as
well as a breakdown of students at each site. Some of the next steps for Special Education include
focus on communication and collaboration with staff and families, targeted social skills
interventions, and systematic staff training and support.

In planning for eRate Year 20 (2017-18 school year), we have an opportunity to request Category
2 funding which provides funding for some categories of equipment and network upgrades.

Attached is an RFP to upgrade our local area network and wireless network infrastructure at
Anthony Traina, Tom Hawkins, and Monticello school sites. The three schools included in this
RFP currently have a 1Gbps fiber backbone. The District is looking to bring the three schools
included in this RFP up to the District standard of a 10GB fiber backbone network environment.
To meet this objective, new network electronics, fiber runs between the MDF and IDF, and
upgrading all HP wireless access points to Ruckus R700 or equivalents are required.

In conjunction with our County Office of Education IT department, the district is estimating these
expenses to be approximately $500,000. Category 2 funds may pay for up to 50% of these
anticipated expenses. The district would need to cover the remaining expenses and we would use
our Unrestricted Lottery funds (Resource 1100).

The RFP includes verbiage that gives the District the right to cancel the project should eRate
funding not be approved. The timeframe for Category 2 funding approval through eRate is
unknown at this time.

We will bring bid information to our March, 2017 board meeting.

A. PURPOSE

The Jefferson Elementary School District (“District”) purpose for this Request For Proposal
(“RFP™) is to solicit proposals from qualified vendors to provide a solution to meet the objective
stated in the RFP. The solution is subject to all terms, conditions, and specifications in this RFP.
All proposal(s) submitted will be reviewed and chosen based on the matrix included in the
proposal documents.

The District reserves the right to procure these services based on the District’s ability to find their
portion of the project.

B. OBJECTIVE

The District is looking to bring the three schools included in this RFP up to the District
standard of a 10GB fiber backbone network environment. To meet this objective new
network electronics, fiber runs between the MDF and IDF, and upgrading all HP wireless
access points to Ruckus R700 or equivalents.

C. E-RATE REQUIREMENTS

The Telecommunications Act of 1996 established a fund by which Schools and Libraries across
the Country could access discounts on eligible telecommunications products and services. The
program is commonly known as the E-rate Program. The eligibility for discounts on internet
access, telecommunications products and services, internal connection products, services and
maintenance is determined by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC). Funding is made
available upon application approval by the Schools and Libraries Division (SLD) of the Universal
Service Administrative Company (USAC), which was established by the Act. The amount of
discount is based on the numbers of students receiving free and reduced price meals.

1) E-RATE CONTINGENCY

The project herein [is/may be] contingent upon the approval of funding from the Universal
Service Fund’s Schools and Libraries Program, otherwise known as E-rate. Even after award of
contract(s) and/or E-rate funding approval is obtained, the District may or may not proceed with
the project, in whole or in part.

Goods and services provided shall be clearly designated as “E-rate Eligible”. Non-eligible
goods and services shall be clearly called out as 100% non-eligible or shall be “cost
allocated” to show the percentage of eligible costs per SLD guidelines.

Within one (1) week of award, the awarded Service Provider must provide the District a bill
of materials using a completed USAC “ltem 21 Template”. Subsequent schedules of values
and invoices for each site must match Item 21 Attachment or subsequent service
substitutions.

In the event of questions during an E-rate pre-commitment review, post-commitment review
and/or audit inquiry, the awarded Service Provider is expected to reply within 3 days to
guestions associated with its proposal.

STARTING SERVICES/ADVANCE INSTALLATION

The annual E-rate Funding Year begins on July 1 and expires on June 30 of each calendar
year. Regardless of the contract “effective date”, E-rate eligible goods and/or services
requested in this RFP shall be delivered no earlier than the start of the 2017 funding year

Category 2
There is one condition that allows USAC to provide support in a funding year for Category 2
installation costs incurred prior to that funding year.
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We also amend our rules for category two non-recurring services to permit
applicants to seek support for category two eligible services purchased on or after April 1,
three months prior to the start of funding year on July 1. This will provide schools with the
flexibility to purchase equipment in preparation for the summer recess and provide the
maximum amount of time during the summer to install these critical networks.

5) INVOICING

a. The Service Provider agrees to bill and receive a portion of the payment for the provisions of
goods and services described herein directly from USAC via the Form 474 Service Provider
Invoice (SPI). The District will only be responsible for paying its non-discounted share of costs
and does not intend to use the BEAR process (Form 472). The maximum percentage the District
will be liable for is the pre-discount amount minus the funded amount as shown on the FCC Form
471 Block 5 and any identified ineligible costs. Upon the successful receipt or posting of a
Funding Commitment Decision Letter from the SLD and submission and certification of Form
486, the District shall pay only the discounted amount beginning with the billing cycle
immediately following said approval. Alternatively, should the District decide that it is in the best
interest of the District to file a Form 472, the District will inform the Service Provider of its
intent.

b. All Service Provider invoicing to USAC must be completed within 120 days from the last day of
service. Should the Service Provider fail to invoice USAC in a timely manner, the District will
only be responsible for paying its non-discounted share.

6) FCC/SLD AUDITABILITY

The E-rate program requires that all records be retained for at least ten (10) years from the last
date of service provided on a particular funding request. Respondent hereby agrees to retain all
books, records, and other documents relative to any Agreement resulting from this RFP for ten
(10) years after final payment. The District, its authorized agents, and/or auditors reserves the
right to perform or have performed an audit of the records of the Respondent and therefore shall
have full access to and the right to examine any of said materials within a reasonable period of
time during said period.

Preparation of Proposal Form

The Jefferson Elementary School District (“District™) invites proposals on the attached forms to
be submitted at such time and place as is stated in the Notice to Vendor’s. Proposal shall be
submitted on the prescribed proposal forms, completed in full. All proposal items and statements
shall be properly filled out. Numbers shall be stated both in words and in figures where so
indicated, and where there is a conflict in the words and the figures, the words shall govern.

All proposals shall be submitted in the format stated and in a sealed package bearing on the
outside the name of the bidder, his address, and the name of the project for which the proposal is
submitted. It is the sole responsibility of the Vendor to see that his proposal is received in proper
time. In accordance with Government Code Section 53068 and Public Contract Code Section
4104.5, any proposal received after the scheduled closing time, for receipt of proposals or after
any extension due to material changes, shall be returned to the Vendor unopened.

Bid Security

Each bid must be accompanied by one of the following forms of bidder’s security: (1) a
cashier’s check made payable to the District; (2) a certified check made payable to the
District; or (3) a bidder’s bond executed by a California Admitted Surety as defined in
Code of Civil Procedure Section 995.120, made payable to the District in the form set
forth in the proposal documents. Such bidder’s security must be in an amount not less
than ten percent (10%) of the maximum amount of such bidder’s bid as a guarantee that
the bidder will enter into the proposed contract, if the same is awarded to such bidder,
and will provide the required Performance and Payment Bond and insurance certificates.
In the event that a bidder is awarded the contract and such bidder fails to enter into said
contract or provide the necessary documents within five (5) calendar days after
notification of the award of the contract to bidder, said security will be forfeited.

Contractor’s License

To perform the work required by this notice, the Contractor must possess a Class “C-7” or “C-
10” Contractor’s License, and the Vendor/Contractor must maintain the license throughout the
duration of the contract. If, at time of award of the contract, bidder is not licensed to perform the
project in accordance with Division 3, Chapter 9, of the Business and Professions Code for the
State of California such proposal will not be considered and the Vendor will forfeit its bid
security to the District.

Form and Delivery of Proposal

The proposal shall be made on the proposal form provided, and the complete proposal, together
with any and all additional materials as required by the proposal documents, shall be enclosed in
a sealed envelope, addressed and delivered or mailed to the attention of Mindy Maxedon, at 1219

the Notice to Vendor’s. The envelope shall be plainly marked with the Vendor mailing address

Signature(s)

Any signature required on the proposal forms must be signed in the name of the Vendor and must
bear the signature in longhand of the person or person(s) duly authorized to sign the proposal on
behalf of the bidder in permanent ink.

Modifications

Changes in or additions to the proposal form, recapitulations of the work proposed upon,
alternative proposals, or any other modification of the proposed form which is not specifically
called for in the contract documents may result in the District’s rejection of the proposal as not
being responsive. No oral or telephonic modification of any proposal submitted will be
considered.

Erasures, Inconsistent or Illegible Proposals

The proposal submitted must not contain any erasures, interlineations, or other corrections unless
each such correction creates no inconsistency and is suitably authenticated by affixing in the
margin immediately opposite the correction the initials of the person(s) signing the proposal. In
the event of inconsistency between words and figures in the proposal price, the words shall
govern. In the event the District determines that any proposal is unintelligible, inconsistent or
ambiguous, the District may reject such proposal as not being responsive.

Examination of Contract Documents

Bidders shall thoroughly examine and be familiar with the requirements and specifications. The
failure or omission of any bidder to receive or examine any contract document, form, instrument,
addenda, or the document, and acquaint himself with conditions there existing shall in nowise
relieve any bidder from any obligation with respect to his bid or to the proposal.

By submitting a proposal, the prospective Vendor represents that it has thoroughly examined and
become familiar with the work required under this RFP and that it is capable of providing the
equipment and services to achieve the District’s objective.

Withdrawal of Proposals

Any proposal may be withdrawn, either personally by written request at any time prior to the
scheduled closing time for receipt of proposals. All requests for proposal withdrawal must be
accompanied by proof acceptable to the District which authorizes the individual requesting the
proposal withdrawal to so act on behalf of the Vendor. No amendment, addendum or
modification will be accepted after the proposal has been submitted to the District. If a change to
a proposal that has been submitted is desired, the submitted proposal must be withdrawn and the
replacement proposal submitted to the District prior to the scheduled closing time for receipt of
proposals. No Vendor may submit more than one proposal. No Vendor may withdraw any
proposal for a period of ninety (90) calendar days after the date set for the receipt of proposals.

Agreement and Performance & Payment Bonds
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The Agreement form which the successful bidder, as Vendor, will be required to execute,
and the form of the bonds and insurance endorsements which such Vendor will be
required to furnish, are included in the contract documents and should be carefully
examined by the bidder.

The awarded Vendor will be required to furnish a Performance and Payment Bond in the amount
of one-hundred percent (100%) of the amount of the contract and in the form included in the
proposal documents, all prior to execution of the Contract. Performance and Payment bonds are
required for the protection of the District against failure of a successful Vendor to complete a
contract. In the event that the successful Vendor fails to perform or abandons the contract, the
District shall have the contract completed as expeditiously as necessary and possible and shall
bring action against the bond for additional expenses incurred and administrative time expended.

Penalties for Non-Performance

Judgment of non-performance in regard to the system performance shall rest solely with District
management. Failure to provide maintenance services in accordance with the requirements
specified shall constitute an essential breach of contract and be subject to all applicable remedies
of law.

Interpretation of Documents

If any prospective Vendor is in doubt as to the true meaning of any part of the proposal
documents, or finds discrepancies in, or omissions from the specifications, a written request for
interpretation or correction thereof may be submitted to the District.

Exception/Deviations.

Such
exceptions must be segregated as a separate element of the proposal response and noted in the
Cover Letter of the response. Significant exceptions may remove the prospective Vendor from
further consideration.

Data

The district provides information herein to assist Vendors in formulating their proposals.
Although the District is providing this information in good faith, the District makes no warranty
or representation about its accuracy, and the District does not intend any Vendor to rely solely on
the accuracy of the information in submitting their proposal.

Award of Contract

The Jefferson Elementary School District will be the sole judge of the quality, methodology, and
suitability of the service offered by the Vendor in the proposal. Pursuant to State of California
Public Contact Code Section 20118.2, the award of the contract, if made by the District, will be
by action of the governing board and be made to the Vendor whose proposal meets the evaluation
standards set forth in this Request for Proposal and will be the most advantageous to the District
with price and all other factors considered. Low bid does not constitute an award.

The District reserves the right to reject any or all proposals without identifying the cause of such
rejection(s), or to waive any irregularities or informalities in any proposals or in the proposal
process. The District reserves the right to withdraw this RFP at any time without prior notice.
Further, the District makes no representations that an agreement will be awarded to any
prospective Vendor responding to this Request for Proposal. The District also reserves the right
to award its total requirements to one Vendor, or to apportion those requirements among several
vendors, as the District may deem to be in its best interests. The District reserves the right to
negotiate with other than the selected Vendor should negotiations with the selected Vendor be
terminated, to negotiate with more than one Vendor simultaneously, or to cancel all or part of this
RFP.

Vendor References and Information

The District expressly reserves the right to reject the proposal of any Vendor who, upon
investigation, has been determined to fail to complete similar contracts in a timely fashion or in a
satisfactory manner. Such rejection would, if applicable, be based upon the principle that the
Vendor poses a substantial risk of being unable to complete the work in a cost-effective,
professional and timely manner. In performing the above-described determination, the District
reserves the right to utilize all possible sources of information in making its determination,
including, but not limited to: inquiries to regulatory state boards and agencies; Dun and
Bradstreet credit reports, inquiries to companies and public entities for which the Vendor has
previously performed work, reference checks and examination of all public records.
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Workers’ Compensation

In accordance with the provisions of §3700 of the Labor Code, Vendor shall secure the payment
of Compensation to his employees. Vendor shall sign and file with the District the following
certificate prior to performing the work under this contract: “l am aware of the provisions of
83700 of the Labor Code which require every employer to be insured against liability for
workers’ compensation or to undertake self-insurance in accordance with the provisions of the
code, and I will comply with such provisions before commencing the performance of the work of
the contract.” The form of such certificate is included as part of the proposal documents.

Non-Collusion Affidavit

The Vendor is required to submit an Affidavit of Non-collusion with their proposal. This form is
included with the proposal documents and must be signed under the penalty of perjury, dated and
notarized.

Anti-Discrimination

It is the policy of the District that in connection with all work performed under contracts, there be
no discrimination against any prospective or active employee engaged in the work because of
race, color, ancestry, national origin, religious creed, sex, age, physical disability, mental
disability, medical condition or martial status.

Hold Harmless

The Vendor shall protect and defend, indemnify and hold harmless, at its own expense, the
District, its officers, employees, and agents from all liabilities, claims, actions, liens, judgments,
demands, damages, losses, costs or expenses of any kind arises from death, personal injury,
property damage or other causes based or asserted upon any act, omission, or breach connected
with services called for in this proposal.

a) Liability for damages for (1) death or bodily injury to persons; (2) injury to, loss or theft of
property; or (3) any other loss, damage or expense arising under either (1) or (2) above,
sustained by the Vendor or any person, firm or corporation employed by the VVendor upon or
in connection with the services called for in the Contract Documents, except for liability
resulting from the sole negligence, or willful misconduct of the District, its officers,
employees, agents or independent contractors who are directly employed by the District, and
except for liability resulting from the active negligence of the District.

b) Any injury to or death of persons or damage to property caused by any act, neglect, default or

active negligence of the District.

c) The Vendor, at Vendor’s own expense, cost and risk shall defend any and all actions, suits, or
other proceedings that may be brought or instituted against the District, its officers, agents or
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employees, or any such claim or liability, and shall pay or satisfy any judgment that may be
rendered against the District, its officers, agents or employees in any action, suit or other
proceedings as a result thereof.

Vendor’s Proposal Costs

The Vendor shall solely bear any costs incurred: to prepare and submit a proposal in response to
this RFP; to negotiate with the District regarding any matter related to this proposal; by the
Vendor prior to the date of award. Vendor shall not include any such costs as part of the price as
proposed in response to this RFP.

SPIN

The District requires the Vendor to have a valid and current SPIN (Service Provider Identification
Number) as issued by USAC (Universal Service Administrative Company), as well as a valid and
current FCC Registration Number (FCC-FRN). The SPIN and FCC-FRN must be established at
the time of the proposal submittal. Vendors who do not currently have “green light” status will
not be considered. The loss of “green light” status with the FCC shall render any contracts
entered into with the Vendor to be, at the discretion of the District, immediately null and void.

E-Rate Compliance

Vendor is, and agrees to remain, in compliance with all current E-Rate program guidelines
established by the Federal Communications Committee (FCC). This project is entirely contingent
upon available funding from the Federal E-Rate Program (Schools and Libraries Division) and
the District may or may not undertake the project at its sole discretion.

Information regarding eligibility of goods and services, invoicing requirements, documentation
requirements and other program rules are available from the SLD by calling Schools and
Libraries Division (“SLD”) of the Universal Service Administrative Company at (1-888) 203-
8100 or see their website at www.sl.universalservice.org.

In all communications, including (but not limited to) invoices, any responses to this RFP, reports,
and proposals, goods and services provided shall be clearly designated as “E-Rate Eligible”.
Non-Eligible goods and services shall be clearly called out as 100% non-eligible or shall be
“cost-allocated” to show the percentage of eligible costs per SLD guidelines.

The annual E-Rate Funding Year begins on July 1% and ends September 30th of each year (for
non-recurring services). Regardless of contract “signing date”, goods and services requested in
this RFP shall be delivered no earlier than the start of the 2017 Funding Year (July 1, 2017).

To assure that all charges are eligible for E-Rate funding, contract renewal and expiration dates
shall coincide with the start/end dates of the E-Rate funding years.

Vendors agree to conform to all E-Rate guidelines for the billing of discounts to the SLD. A
current SPAC (Service Provider Annual Certification) form must be on file with USAC for the
funding year 2017-2018 and for the subsequent years throughout the term of the contract. If the
awarded Vendor fails to file the appropriate forms with the SLD or fails to receive an SLD SPIN
number, then at the discretion of the District, the contract may be terminated. Billing method will
be in SPI form (Service Provider Invoice): The Vendor will only invoice Jefferson Elementary
School District for the non-discounted portion of the costs after the E-rate discount is applied.
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The Vendor will then invoice the SLD for the E-rate discounted portion. The Vendor must also
provide the name, title and telephone number for a single point of contact of E-Rate questions.

The E-Rate program requires that all records be retained for at least ten (10) years. The Vendor
hereby agrees to retain all books, records, and other documents relative to this contract for ten
(10) years after final payment, or until audited by SLD and/or the District, whichever is sooner.
The District, its authorized agents, and/or auditors reserves the right to perform or have
performed an audit of the records of the Vendor and therefore shall have full access to and the
right to examine any of said materials within a reasonable period of time during said period.

E-Rate Funding

School District may or may not proceed with the project, in whole or in part, even in the event E-
Rate funding is approved. Execution of the project, in part or in whole, is solely as the discretion
of Jefferson Elementary School District. Vendors wishing to bid are doing so solely at their own
risk. Jefferson Elementary School District is not liable or responsible for any costs, loss, fees, or
expenses, of any kind, associated with this proposal and/or a decision not to proceed with the
project, even after award of the contracts. By submitting a proposal, each bidder/VVendor agrees
to bear all of its own costs, fees, expenses, and losses, of any and all kind, should the Jefferson
Elementary School District cancel the project.

Invoice the Universal Services

Invoicing the E-Rate Administrator, USAC, is required to collect payment of Non-discounted
share of Contract cost. It is required that the contractor specifies whether the customer bills will
be the total cost of the service or only the Non-Discounted share of the contract cost. Contractor
may provide applicants with discounted bills and submit the SPI to request payment from USAC
for the amount of USF support to be paid.

Oral
communications of District employees concerning this RFP shall not be binding on the District
and shall in no way excuse the Vendor of his/her obligations as set forth in the RFP.

Proposal Confidentiality

All proposals received shall remain confidential, to the extent permitted by law until negotiations
between the District and Vendor are complete; thereafter, the proposals shall be deemed public
records. In the event that a Vendor desires to have portions of its proposal remain confidential, it
is incumbent upon the Vendor to identify those portions in its transmittal letter deposited with the
proposal package. The transmittal letter must identify the page, the particular exemption(s) from
disclosure and the contended justification of exemption upon which it is making its claim. Each
page, or part thereof, claimed to be confidential must be clearly identified by the word
“confidential” printed on the lower right hand corner of the page. The District will consider a
Vendor’s request(s) for confidentially; however, the District will not be bound by the assertion
that a page contains confidential material. An assertion by a Vendor that an entire volume of its
proposal is confidential will not be honored. The District reserves the right to disclose all
information in the proposal, even if the Vendor requests that it remain confidential, if the District
determines that disclosure is not prohibited by law or court order. It is understood that the
District is subject to the California Public Records Act (Gov. Code Section 6550, et seq.). If a
public records request is made to view Vendor’s proprietary and confidential information, the
District shall notify Vendor of the request and the date that such records will be released to the
requester unless Vendor obtains a court order enjoining that disclosure. If Vendor fails to obtain
a court order enjoining that disclosure, the District will release requested information on the date
specified. All materials submitted in response to this request will become the property of the
District and will be returned only at the District’s option and at the Vendor’s expense.

No performance of the contract or any portion thereof shall be assigned or subcontracted by the
Vendor without the expressed written consent of the District. Any attempt by the Vendor to
assign or subcontract any performance of the terms of this contract without the expressed written
consent of the District will constitute a breach of this contract. Whenever the Vendor is
authorized by the District to subcontract or assign, he will include all the terms of this contract to
each such subcontract or assignment.

Every subcontractor shall be bound by the terms of the contract as far as it is applicable to the
performance of the work. Nothing herein shall create any contract between any subcontractor
and the District, or any obligation of the part of the District to pay, or see to the payment of any
sums to any subcontractor by the Vendor.

News Releases

News releases pertaining to the award resulting from this RFP shall not be made without prior
written approval of the District’s Superintendent.

Disposition of Proposal

All materials submitted in response to this request for proposal will become the property of the
District and will be returned only at the District’s option and at the Vendor’s expense. The
master copy shall be retained for official files and will become a public record as subject to the
Public Records Act. However, confidential financial information submitted in support of the
requirement to show Vendor’s responsibility and proprietary information will not be made public
and will be returned upon request. Confidential and proprietary information must be clearly
indentified as such.

Insurance

Vendor shall take out, prior to commencing the work, and maintain, during the life of this
contract, and shall require all subcontractors, if any, whether primary or secondary, to take out
and maintain the following policies issued by insurance companies authorized to transact business
in the State of California and which comply with all requirements of the Department of Insurance
for the State of California:

System Performance

Not restricted by any other item, condition, disclaimer, warranty or guarantee, the Vendor
represents and warrants that the system will perform the functions described in its product
specifications and its proposal and the system will operate in the proposed configuration and the
cost set forth.

Software Integrated Performance

Within the definition of the system described by the Vendor’s proposal and resulting agreement,
the vendor acknowledges that the nature of this procurement requires that each component
function in accordance with its specification and be integrated and operate successfully with all
other components of the system.

Invoicing and Payment Schedule

Once the service is fully “tuned up” and accepted by the District, the Vendor may invoice the
District monthly for the agreed upon monthly service charge and for the agreed upon number of
months. Vendor shall include with its invoice a line-item account of the costs and materials used
during that month. The District may reduce the amount paid for a month when agreed upon
service levels are not achieved pursuant to procedures set forth in the contract between the
District and the Vendor. Any agreed upon, one-time (i.e., non-recurring) charges shall be
invoiced within 120 days after the Vendor and District agree that the related work is complete.

Cancellation for Insufficient or Non-Appropriated Funds

The Vendor hereby agrees and acknowledges that monies utilized by the District to purchase the
services listed in this proposal are public money appropriated by the State of California, the
Federal Government under the E-Rate Program, or acquired by the District from similar public
sources and is subject to variation. The District fully reserves the right to cancel this proposal at
any time and/or to limit quantities of items due to non-availability or non-appropriation of
sufficient funds.

Assignment of Contract

The Vendor shall not assign or transfer by operation of law or otherwise any or all of its rights,
burdens, duties or obligations without the prior written consent of the surety on the performance
bond and the District.
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Binding Effect

their respective successors and assigns.

Severability

If any provisions of this agreement shall be held invalid or unenforceable by a court of competent
jurisdiction, such holding shall not invalidate or render unenforceable any other provision hereof.

Amendments

The terms of this agreement shall not be waived, altered, modified, supplemented or amended in
any manner whatsoever except by written agreement signed by the parties.

Prevailing Law

In the event of any conflict or ambiguity between these instructions and State and Federal law or
regulations, the latter shall prevail. Additionally, all equipment to be supplied or services to be
performed under the proposal shall conform to all applicable requirements.

Governing Law and Venue

The final contract between Vendor and the District shall be assembled and all disputes hereunder
shall be settled in accordance with the laws of the State of California. Pending final resolution of
a dispute hereunder, Vendor shall proceed diligently with the performance of the final contract.
Venue shall only be with the appropriate state or federal court located in San Joaquin County,
California.

Acceptance Testing

Acceptance testing will begin when components are installed, the service has been “tuned up,”
and the Vendor informs the District that the service is functioning according to specifications and
agreed upon service levels.

Clarifications and Corrections

The right is reserved, as the interests of the District may require, to revise or amend the RFP
Documents prior to the date set for opening proposals. Such revisions and amendments, if any,
will be announced by an addendum or addenda to this Request for Proposal. If the revisions and
amendments are of a nature which require material changes, the date set for the opening of the
proposals may be postponed by such number of days as in the opinion of the District will enable
Vendors to revise their proposals to account for such changes. In such cases, the addendum will
include an announcement of the new date for opening proposals. Any clarifications or corrections
to the RFP Documents will not be considered valid unless it is provided in writing by the District
to all Vendors as a numbered Addendum.

Local Account Team

Local account team support must be available and the District will be provided with an account
manager who acts as a single point of contact that is responsible for the entire account. The
District shall have the opportunity to review and approve all members of the Vendor’s team and
shall have the right to request removal of personnel it considers unsuitable. The Vendor shall not
substitute members of its account team without prior written notification to the District. New
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members assigned to the District’s account team shall have a trail period of three months; during
this period, the District may request that the new member be replaced. At the District’s discretion,
semi-annual status meetings shall be held with the Vendor’s account team or upon request by the
District. These meetings shall include a written problem escalation procedures review as a
standard agenda item.

Coordination

Frequently Asked Questions regarding
Delegate Assembly Nominations and Elections

Who is eligible to serve on Delegate Assembly? To be eligible to serve on CSBA’s Delegate Assembly, a board
member must:
e Be atrustee of a disirict or county office of education that is a current member of CSBA; and
e Be a trustee of a district or county office of education within the geographic region or subregion which the
Delegate will represent.

What is the term of office to serve on Delegate Assembly? The term of office for each Delegate is two years
beginning April 1, 2017 through March 31, 2019. Within each region, approximately half of the Delegates are
elected in even-numbered years and half in odd-numbered years.

How is a board member nominated to serve on the Delegate Assembly? A board member must be formally
nominated by a board in the region or subregion and may be nominated by his or her own district or county office.
The nomination is an action that is taken in & public board meeting and requires a majority vote. A board may
nominate as many individuals as it wishes, however, it is the responsibility of the nominating board to obtain
permission from the nominee prior to submitting his or her name.

What does 2 nomination consist of? A nomination consists of a completed signed nomination and a one-page
candidate biographical sketch form. iIn addition, an optional, one-page, single-sided, résumé may be submitted,
(résumé cannot be substituted for the candidate biographical sketch form). The biographical sketch will be copied
exactly as submitted and included with the ballots,

When are the nomination and biographical sketch forms due? The nomination and candidate biographical sketch
forms must be delivered to CSBA either by fax (916) 371-3407, email nominations@csha.org, or mail, postmarked
by the U.S.P.S., on or before Saturday, January 7, 2017. It is the nominee’s responsibility to confirm that all
nomination materials have been received by the CSBA Executive Office.

How are nominces elected to serve on Delegate Assembly? Ballots are mailed by Wednesday, February 1 to each
district or county board within the region or subregion, Ballots must be delivered to CSBA via U.S.P.S. postmarked
by Wednesday, March 15, in order to be accepled. Ballots may not be faxed or emailed.

Voting for Delegates is an action of the entire board rather than individual board members; therefore, it is done at a
public meeting and requires a majority vote. Each board may vote for as many persons as there are positions to be
filled within the region or subregion. All districts and candidates are notified of the results no later than March 31.
If there is a tie vote, a run-off election will be held.

What are the required Delegate Assembly meeting dates? There are two required Delegate Assembly meetings
each year. In 2017, the first meeting will be May 20-21 in Sacramento and the second one will be
November 29-30 in San Diego preceding CSBA’s Annual Education Conference and Trade show.

Does CSBA cover expenses for Delegates to attend the Delegate Assembly meetings? No, CSBA is not able to
cover expenses.

Background:

In January 2016, California adopted new legislation covering comprehensive sexual health
education and HIV prevention education in public schools. | would like to update the Board on
these changes and curriculum available to meet the new requirements.

The law, called the California Healthy Youth Act - Education Codes 51930-51939 (Assembly Bill
329), attempts to standardize and update sex education in the state.

Parents will have to formally opt out by submitting a document to their school or district. The
law reads that: “A parent or guardian of a pupil has the right to excuse their child from all or
part of comprehensive sexual health education, HIV prevention education, and assessments
related to that education through a passive consent (“opt-out”) process. A school district shall
not require active parental consent (“opt-in”) for comprehensive sexual health education and
HIV prevention education.”

Our current health curriculum program, Postponing Sexual Involvement (PSl), was first adopted
in 2007 and revised in 2009. A JSD team attended the San Joaquin County Office of Education’s
Health Curriculum Faire on May 20, 2016. Six programs were presented at the event. Of those
programs two were considered by our team and are also being recommended by SICOE.

The two programs (Teen Talk Middle School and Positive Prevention Plus) will be available to
parents and staff to preview. | will bring a recommendation to the Board in January to move
forward on adopting new curriculum that meets the new requirements.

BP/AR 6142.1 Sexual Health and HIV/AIDS Prevention Instruction —(BP/AR revised) Board Policy
and Administrative Regulation are updated to reflect NEW LAW (AB 329) which requires districts to
provide comprehensive sexual health education in grades 7-12 and to integrate such instruction with
HIV prevention education. The Board Policy is also updated to clarify requirements related to parental
consent. The Administrative Regulation adds a new section on "Definitions™ and, pursuant to AB 329,
expands program criteria and merges the components of sexual health education and HIV prevention
education.

BP/AR 6142.2 — The district currently has a separate BP/AR for AIDS Prevention Instruction. CBSA
no longer has a separate AIDS Prevention Instruction board policy or administrative regulation. This

information has been included in BP/AR 6142.1 noted above. Our recommendation is to have BP/AR
6142.2 included in BP/AR 6142.1 as noted in the CSBA sample.

Instruction

***Note: The following policy is for use by districts that offer any of grades 7-12. As
amended by AB 329 (Ch. 398, Statutes of 2015), Education Code 51934 requires districts to
provide both comprehensive sexual health education and HIV prevention education to students in
grades 7-12. See the accompanying administrative regulation for definitions and program
requirements. ***

***Note: Education Code 51934, as amended by AB 329, also authorizes, but does not require,
districts to provide age-appropriate comprehensive sexual health education prior to grade 7 on
any of the topics specified in Education Code 51934. Sexual health education taught at any grade
level must comply with the requirements of Education Code 51933. Districts that choose to
provide such instruction prior to grade 7 may revise the following policy and administrative
regulation accordingly. ***

The Governing Board desires to provide a well-planned, integrated sequence of medically
accurate and inclusive instruction on comprehensive sexual health and human immunodeficiency
virus (HIV) prevention. The district's educational program shall provide students with the
knowledge and skills necessary to protect them from sexually transmitted infections and
unintended pregnancy and to have healthy, positive, and safe relationships and behaviors. The
district's educational program shall also promote understanding of sexuality as a normal part of
human development and the development of healthy attitudes and behaviors concerning
adolescent growth and development, body image, gender, sexual orientation, relationships,
marriage, and family.

***Note: The following paragraph may be revised to reflect the grade levels offered by the
district. ***

Comprehensive sexual health education and HIV prevention education shall be offered to all
students in grades 7-12, including at least once in junior high or middle school and at least once
in high school. (Education Code 51934)

***Note: Voluntary state content standards for health education, as adopted by the State Board
of Education in 2008, include standards related to growth, development, and sexual health. See
BP/AR 6142.8 - Comprehensive Health Education. ***





The district's curriculum shall support the purposes of the California Healthy Youth Act as
specified in Education Code 51930-51939, be unbiased and inclusive of all students in the
classroom, and be aligned with the state's content standards. The district shall respect the rights
of parents/guardians to supervise their children's education on these subjects and to impart values
regarding human sexuality to their children.

The Superintendent or designee may appoint a coordinator and/or an advisory committee
regarding the district's comprehensive sexual health and HIV prevention curriculum. The
advisory committee shall represent a divergence of viewpoints and may participate in planning,
implementing, and evaluating the district's program.

Parent/Guardian Consent

***Note: Education Code 51938 requires districts to notify parents/guardians of the
comprehensive sexual health and HIV prevention education and of the opportunity to request
that their child not receive the instruction. See the accompanying administrative regulation for
details of the required notice. ***

***Note: Pursuant to Education Code 51938, as amended by AB 329 (Ch. 398, Statutes of
2015), districts must use a "passive consent™ or "opt-out"” process regarding sexual health and
HIV prevention education and any assessments related to that instruction. Thus, each student
must receive the instruction unless the parent/guardian notifies the district in writing that the
student should not receive the instruction. ***

***Note: In addition, Education Code 51938 requires districts to use a passive consent or
"opt-out” process when administering to students in grades 7-12 an anonymous, voluntary, and
confidential research and evaluation tool to measure students' health behaviors and risks,
including a test or survey regarding sexual attitudes or practices. For any such research and
evaluation tool administered prior to grade 7, Education Code 51513 requires that
parents/guardians must give permission before the instrument is administered to their child (i.e.,
"active consent™). 20 USC 1232h mandates districts to adopt a policy regarding the district's
arrangements to protect student privacy when such a survey is administered. See BP/AR 5022 -
Student and Family Privacy Rights for language implementing this requirement. ***

Annually, parents/guardians shall be notified, in the manner specified in the accompanying





administrative regulation, that they may request in writing that their child be excused from
participating in comprehensive sexual health and HIV prevention education. Students so excused
by their parents/guardians shall be given an alternative educational activity. (Education Code
51240, 51938, 51939)

A student shall not be subject to disciplinary action, academic penalty, or other sanction if the
student's parent/guardian declines to permit the student to receive the instruction. (Education
Code 51939)

Instruction BP 6142.1(a)

SEXUAL HEALTH AND HIV/AIDS PREVENTION INSTRUCTION

The Board of Trustees believes that a wholesome, well-planned sequence of instruction about sexual
health and HIVV/AIDS prevention instruction is essential to the general education of all students. The
Board recognizes and accepts that the purpose of the district's sexual health and HIV/AIDS prevention
instruction is to provide students with the knowledge and skills necessary to protect them from
unintended pregnancy and sexually transmitted diseases and to encourage students to develop healthy
attitudes concerning adolescent growth and development, body image, gender roles, sexual orientation,
dating, marriage, and family as part of the educational opportunities available to students.

The Board recognizes that lack of information or misinformation may contribute an increased risk for
sexually transmitted diseases, unintended pregnancy or sterility. The district's curriculum shall be aligned
with the state's content standards, based on medically accurate and factual information, and designed
to teach students to make healthy choices and reduce high-risk behaviors. Therefore, the district's
curriculum shall help students understand the biological, psychological, social, moral and ethical aspects
of human sexuality and shall comply with the requirements of law and administrative regulation. The
district's program shall comply with the requirements of law, Board policy, and administrative regulation
and shall respect the rights of parents/guardians to supervise their children's education on these
subjects and to impart values regarding human sexuality to their children.

The Superintendent/designee shall ensure that parent/guardian notifications are sent that comply with the
requirements of law and administrative regulation.

A parent/guardian may request in writing that his/her child be excused from participating in HIV/AIDS
prevention or sexual health education. Students so excused by their parents/guardians shall be given an
alternative educational activity.

A student shall not be subject to disciplinary action, academic penalty, or other sanction if the student's
parent/guardian declines to permit the student to receive the instruction.
